                     The Food Dilemma 
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“What should I feed my dog?” This seems to 

be an ongoing question for many people. So, 

let me see if I can shed some light on this 

subject. I am by no means an expert, but I 

myself have had this same question. Here is 

some of what I have learned: 

First of all, not every dog is the same. What is 

good for one may not be good for the other 

and there is plethora of choices out there. To 

start, you should know your dog’s activity 

level and his/her nutritional requirements and 

if there is a medical condition that needs to be 

taken into consideration. One of the best 

places to start looking for a quality pet food is 

the ingredients label.  Ingredients are listed 

by weight, so you want to look for animal 

proteins at the top of the list. 

Proteins: Named meat or fish (chicken, lamb, 

venison, herring, salmon, etc.) Concentrated 

named meat proteins (chicken meal, lamb 

meal, salmon meal). Avoid un-named proteins 

and protein fillers (poultry by-product, meat 

meal, corn gluten meal ad wheat gluten). 

Grains & Veggies: Whole grains (rice, barley, 

oatmeal), Fruits & Veggies (carrots, apples, 

peas, berries, potatoes, sweet potatoes). 

Fats & Oils: Named fats from quality sources 

(chicken fat, salmon oil, sunflower oil). 

Natural preservatives (mixed tocopherals, 

Vitamin E). Avoid fats from non specific 

sources (animal fat, poultry fat, vegetable oil). 

Avoid synthetic preservatives (BHA, BHT, 

and ethoxyquin). 

Vitamins, Minerals & Supplements:  

Vitamins A, C, and E which are all 

antioxidants, Chelated minerals. Avoid  

Coloring. 

 The foods we stock fit the bill when it comes 

to ingredients. Now,  there are a few other 

choices, grains, grain free or limited 

ingredients.  If your dog does not tolerate 

grains either by showing signs of itching or 

stomach issues, then perhaps a grain free or 

limited ingredient diet would be a better 

choice. Whatever it is you and your dog 

decide is best, we can most likely 

accommodate your needs.
